The Week of Czech Film is another accompanying event running alongside the Czech
Participation at the EXPO 2005.

It is no coincidence that the majority of the films we are presenting during the Week of
Czech Film draw on our rich history and the twists and turns the Czech Republic and
Czechoslovakia have been through. Neither is it a coincidence that the predominant genre in
Czech film is comedy. Our history has taught us not to take ourselves too seriously, to view
our actions with some distance and to be open to change. The programme includes both
well-known and lesserknown Czech films, and two films receiving their Japanese
premieres. This selection of the most successful Czech films is genuinely representative
of modern Czech cinematography and in total offers the viewer a chance to see into the
corners of the Czech national character, if we accept that such a thing exists.

Czech music has also been a great success at the World Exposition 2005 Aichi, and its
devotees will find in our movie selection films dedicated to those greats of world music
Antonin Dvorak and Leos Janacek. They need no introduction in Japan. The whole of the
Czech Republic’s presentation at the World Exposition EXPO is intended as a forum for
cultural exchange and mutual understanding. We firmly believe that for fans of Czech
film the Metropolitan Museum of Photography in Ebisu will be the venue for just such an
exchange in the first week of September.
