Freelance journalists

A freelance journalist commissioned by an international media
organization will be deemed to have the same qualifications as a reporter
or photographer belonging to that organization and accordingly will be
issued a media pass.

A freelance journalist who does not satisfy condition (1) above will be
issued a media pass if he or she submits one of the following (duplicates
permitted): an article written by the journalist, along with a summary
(about one A4-size page) in either Japanese or English; for photographers,
a portfolio of photographs taken, including the names of the publications

in which they appeared; and for videojournalists, a VHS videotape of his
or her work.

Note: Decisions regarding the issuance of media passes to those who do not satisfy the
above conditions will be made by the chief of the Media Center.
