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1. Objective
This Guideline describes the rules relating to the naming of modular buildings
(hereinafter referred to as “Pavilions”) for Official Participants and to Pavilion name
signboards (hereinafter referred to as “name signs”) placed at the entrances of
Pavilions (wall area under canopy).
Please refer to GL4-1 Design Guidelines on Modular Buildings for Official
Participants for information relating to country name displays on upper facade area.

2. Pavilion Names
(1) Pavilion and Country Names

1) Pavilions within the Exhibition grounds are identified based on uniform rules,
and these names should be familiar and easily recognizable to visitors.
Consequently, in accordance with the rules, the Association assigns the name in
Japanese and English as the country name (or organization name) + “Pavilion.”
Furthermore, this name is used as the official name in official guidebooks and
other documents.

2) In the case of Joint Pavilions, also in accordance with the rules the Association
assigns the name as the region name + “Pavilion,” in order that visitors can
easily gain an idea of the countries comprising the Joint Pavilion.

3) In principle, Japanese and English signs of country names, organization names
and region names are based on standards used by the Japanese Foreign Ministry.
However, when a country wishes to use a different name (normally a highly
familiar name), that name will be used instead.

4) It is the responsibility of the Association to place a name sign at the entrance of
each Pavilion, as hereinafter described (3. Placement of Name Signs). The
applicable sign will include the Pavilion name in Japanese and English, as well
as the country name (or organization name) in both languages. In principle,
the country name (or organization name) used herein is based on standards used
by the Japanese Foreign Ministry, as mentioned in ®), above.

5) Pavilion names and country names (or organization names) in Japanese and
English are listed in Attachment 1.

6) However, regarding English signs for:

1) Pavilion names and

i1) Country names,
an Official Participant wishing to change a name should submit Attachment 2,
“Application for Changing English Pavilion Name and/or Country Name,” to
the Association by October 31, 2004.



(2) Additional Pavilion Names
Aside from the Japanese and English Pavilion names assigned by the Association,
additional names, including native language names, can be assigned at the
discretion of Official Participants. The inscription of these names on the name
sign at the entrance of the Pavilion is at the expense of Official Participants. If
assigning an additional name, please enter the respective name on Attachment 3,
“Authorization for Additional Pavilion Name,” and submit it to the Association by
October 31, 2004.

3. Placement of Name Signs
It is the responsibility of the Association to place a name sign at the entrance of
each Pavilion (wall area under canopy). Specifications for the name sign to be

placed by the Association are as follows.

(1) Sign Content

1) Pavilion name in Japanese and English

2) Country flag or organization flag

3) Country or organization name in Japanese and English

* Name signboard size is planned as follows.

Independent Pavilion: height : 1,500 mm; width: 750 mm
Joint Pavilion (up to 11 countries) : height: 1,500 mm; width: 750 mm
Joint Pavilion (up to 29 countries) : height: 1,500 mm; width: 1,200 mm



(2) Mounting
Signs shall be mounted near the Pavilion entrance (in the case of multiple
entrances, near the main entrance) in a location the Association has determined
will render the sign easily recognizable from the perspective of visitors.
However, if there is a problem with the mounting location decided by the
Association, the Official Participant and the Association shall discuss the matter
and may change the location if both sides are in agreement.

(3) To Display Additional Name
An Official Participant wishing to affix an authorized additional name (or native
language name) to the name signboard may, at its own expense, use letter cutouts
such as stickers and place the name in the white space of the sign. Letter size
should conform to the size of the Pavilion name in English.

4. Lighting
During the Exhibition, please be sure to place lighting so that the name signboard
is easily visible to visitors at night.  This is at the expense of Official Participants.
Please avoid using highly dramatic lighting, such as strobe lights.
