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I ntroduction

The Japan Post will set up three post offices within the site of EXPO 2005, AICHI, JAPAN (two in
the Nagakute Area: West Gate Post Office (Main Office) and North Gate Branch Post Office; and
onein the Seto Area: Seto Gate Branch Post Office).

These three post offices will provide various services, including postal and savings services, for
Pavilion organizers as well as for Exhibition visitors.  Please note, however, that there will be
differences between the Main Office (West Gate Post Office) and branch offices (North Gate and
Seto Gate Branch Post Offices) in terms of services provided and business hours.

With the aim of ensuring accurate delivery of mail for addressees within the Exhibition site, the
Japan Post has also set up ZIP codes for individual areas in the Exhibition site and examples of how
to address mail to individua Pavilions. This document describes how to use the post offices,
including details of the above ZIP codes and examples. Please read this document carefully to
understand its content well, and inform all the parties concerned as to the content, particularly to
ensure that mail addresses for addressees within the Exhibition site will be correctly written in
accordance with the examples shown later in this document. Your cooperation in this regard
would be very much appreciated.
